4. Motivation for the option.

Several hosts appear to provide random |ossage, such as system

crashes, lost data, incorrectly functioning prograns, etc., as part
of their services. These services are often undocunented and are in
general quite confusing to the novice user. A general neans is

needed to allow the user to disable these features.
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5. Description of the option.

The nornmal node does not allow random |ossage; therefore the system
is not allowed to crash, nung user files, etc. |If the server wants
to provide random|ossage, it nust first ask for perm ssion fromthe
user by sending | AC WLL RANDOWLY- LOSE.

If the user wants to pernmit the server to randomy lose, it replys
with TAC DO RANDOWMLY-LCSE. O herw se it sends | AC  DONT
RANDOMLY- LOSE, and the server is forbidden fromrandomy | osing.

Al ternatively, the user could request the server to randomy |ose, by
sending | AC DO RANDOWLY-LOSE, and the server will either reply with
| AC WLL RANDOMLY-LOSE, neaning that it will then proceed to do sone
random | ossage (garbaging disk files is recommended for an initial
i mpl enent ati on). O, it could send | AC WONT RANDOWMLY-LOSE, neani ng
that it insists upon being reliable.

Since this is inplemented as a TELNET option, it is expected that
servers which do not inplenent this option wll not randomy | ose;
ie, they will provide 100% reliable uptine.
